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I. HIGHLIGHTS 

 

7th DPG-JIIA Indo-Pacific Forum, Public Session, November 19, 2024. 

In the October-December 2024 quarter, DPG launched a new series of periodic 

roundtable discussions on India’s emerging foreign and security policy 

horizons. The first in this roundtable series (October 10) focused on India’s 

strategic and neighbourhood challenges across the board. The second iteration 

(December 4) reviewed the outlook for India’s relations with the great powers 

and the imperative of military modernisation.  

DPG hosted the 7th edition of the India-Japan Indo-Pacific Forum in New 

Delhi on November 18-19, in conjunction with The Japan Institute of 

International Affairs (JIIA). The theme for this flagship India-Japan Track 1.5 

dialogue was “India and Japan: Partners for Asian Stability and Progress”. 

Closed-door discussions (November 18) concluded with a public panel 

discussion (November 19) on perspectives from India and Japan on the rise of 

Asia and the Indo-Pacific in the global order. EAM Dr. S. Jaishankar, and his 

Japanese counterpart Mr. Takeshi Iwaya, delivered virtual keynote addresses at 

the public session.  

The DPG Faculty continued to share its expertise on strategic and international 

affairs through national capacity building, hosting the sixth DPG-Defence 

Intelligence Agency Workshop for Defence Attachés (designate) on October 18, 

and delivering lectures to IFS Officer Trainees of the 2024 batch at the Sushma 

Swaraj Institute of Foreign Service on December 11, as part of their training 

module on India’s foreign policy and diplomacy.   

DPG added a seventh publication to the list of its flagship monthlies by 

initiating the “West Asia Review” in November 2024. It also continued its 

traditional practice of bringing out year ending policy briefs on the global 

scene, regional developments, and national defence.
